When you give a grid reference you always start with the easting then 

follow with the northing. E.g. 3246. “Along the corridor and up the stairs”. 

Grid references can be 4 or 6 figure. 4 figure references give you a location 

to within 1sq km and 6 figure are more accurate to within 100sq m.

Contour lines show the height of the 

ground on maps. The brown lines 

represent points of equal height that 

can be joined together. This can then 

be used to show a 3D feature like a 

mountain or a valley on a map.
